Advanced Arts Club

Minecraft Club 
Twice a week, a space is carved out for teamwork exercises within the educational version of minecraft. Students will world-build 
together, helping each other to finish a variety of adventure based objectives. Finally, the teams will all come together to fight the 
final dragon boss after creating a world they are proud of.
